With the inclusion of Tantric 
Hindu and Buddhist images never seen in public and new technical research into manufactur-
ing techniques by leading museum scientist Dr. Pieter Meyers, the publication suggests many 
fresh interpretations of Khmer art and culture particularly at a time when the authenticity of 
newly excavated material is often in question.
